Soren Dixon, Jack Nelson, and Krysta Tsukahara, all 19, died in the crash that occurred 
at around 3am on November 27. 
Jordan Miller, 20, a business student at the University of  Wisconsin was pulled alive 
from the SUV and is currently in a medically induced coma in the intensive care unit.
At the time, Piedmont Police Chief Jeremy Bowers said the Cybertruck had veered off the 
road, hit a retaining wall and crashed into a tree before bursting into flames. 

But now, the NHTSA has announced it will be working with the California Highway 
Patrol to find out the cause of the accident. 
In a statement to CBS News Bay Area, the federal agency confirmed that it is in the 
process of 'gathering information' and has not yet launched an investigation. 
'NHTSA is aware of the crash and is gathering information from the manufacturer and 
law enforcement.'

Tsukahara was on the school's golf team, and was studying at Savannah College of Art 
and Design in Georgia.

Samantha Miller said her son, who was studying at the University of Wisconsin, was a 
passenger in the car, but declined to say who was driving.
